School Alert Scheme D District – Advice for Parents
· Teach your children everyone has a Human Right to life and to be safe. 

· Explain NO ONE should take away their rights.

· Explain to your children if they are in immediate fear or danger they can with confidence phone ‘999’ and ask for police assistance.

· Teach your child it is OK to say ‘No’ to anyone if that person tries to harm them.  Children usually have the perception that they must listen to and obey an adult.

· Explain it’s never a good idea to talk to ‘strangers’. 

· Most well meaning adults do not approach children who are alone.  However, some may approach if it is obvious that a child is distressed.

· Teach children that some secrets should never be kept even if they were asked to promise. 

· Explain the difference between a ‘good’ secret and a ‘bad’ secret. 

· Any person who would interfere with a child would encourage the child to keep it a secret. 

· Tell your child that they have your permission to break all rules in order to protect themselves.

· Explain to them that they will always have your support if they do so in order to stay safe. 

· Explain to your children that no matter what happens you will not be angry with them and you want them to tell you about any incident. 

· If your child tells you details regarding an incident which has occurred – stay calm do not display your anger, shock or frustration.  By remaining calm you will help your child to cope and deal with stressful situations. 

· If for any reason you or a regular carer cannot collect your child from school, have a contingency plan. 

· Arrange with your child a password only known to the child.  Only give this password to the responsible adult who is collecting the child.  Teach your child to ask the adult for this password prior to accepting a lift home from school.
